WHEREAS, Vanderbilt Student Government has established an extremely positive and collaborative working relationship with the Office of LGBTQI Life; and,

WHEREAS, with the passage of resolutions 13-14-42 and 14-15-33, Vanderbilt Student Government Senate advocated for the progression of a more gender inclusive campus in conjunction with the Community Building, Outreach, and Diversity Subcommittee; and,

WHEREAS, on March 12, 2018, the University announced that options for listing pronouns will be included in the Your Enrollment System (YES) and thus on classroom rosters available to instructors; and, 

WHEREAS, this addition is largely attributed towards the work of The Office of LGBTQI Life as well as the numerous transgender and non-binary students who contributed their guidance and advocacy during the process; therefore, 

BE IT RESOLVED THAT Vanderbilt Student Government commends The Office of LGBTQI Life, The Office of the Provost, The Office of the Vice Provost for Learning and Residential Affairs, The Office of the Dean of Students, The Office of the Vice Provost for Inclusive Excellence, The Faculty Senate, The Office of the University Registrar, The Center for Teaching, The English Language Center, and others within the University who were involved in this change; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Vanderbilt Student Government Senate extends its greatest gratitude towards the efforts of The Office of LGBTQI Life, transgender, and non-binary students in making this change a reality and demonstrating extraordinary resiliency at Vanderbilt University; and,
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Vanderbilt Student Government reaffirms its deep commitment towards fostering a collegiate experience that is inclusive of all genders and accessible to every individual in regard to gender identity, gender expression, and sex.
